Founder in Sargasso Sea

Sargasso sea 18 the name glven to
a region between the Azores and West
Indies where seaweed Is kept In a slow
swirl by the acflon of the Gulf stream
and the egnatorial current. The weed
collects much In. the same. way. that
floating. debris collects on the surface
of & river back eddy ér wash. On his
first voyage, notes a writer i the In-
dlanapolis ‘News, Columbus poted this
zea. - The name comes from the Span-
ish_word sargazo, meaning seaweed.

In the days of small satling ‘eraft,
navigatlon was hindered by the sea- '
weed, and mariners sought to avold
the region. In this way was encour-
aged the legend that the sea Is o grave-
yard of ships.

A sclentific survey of the region was
made in 1925 by Willlam Beebe, who |
hetided an espedition sent out by the |

“York Zaological soclety. e re-
norted that only at certain seasons do
the weeds collect In the “floating
mendows” referred to by some observ-
ers, and that these surface mats of
seaweed nre soon seattered Dy the
wind, Beebe crulsed for a wlonth in
the Sargasso sea and found no rafts
of menweed sufficlently beavy to im-
pede hls progress, or even fo escite
attentlon, There is no evldence that
the storybank references to lost shins
flontlng about in the sea are 1
on fact.
