Mexico Calendar Stone
Carved by Aztec Indi ng

: Among the sights of «Mexico City
Js the famous&#39;Calendar stone, It was
cut from voleanie rock by Aztec In-
diang, and the work was done wore

tha four. centuries ago, during the
relgn of the Aztec ruler, Montezuma‘
U, says a writer in the Detroit Newa,

Aztec tribes were in control of Mex-
ico when It was invaded by thé Span-
jards.: The present name of the cown-

try ig belleved to have come from an

old ‘Aztec’ war-god who was called
“Mexitle” or “Mexitll” It is easy to

see how his name could have been
changed to “Mexico.

The Calendar stone 1 on view in
museum in Mexico City. On it is

carved a great circular figure In’ the
}-shape-of the sun;.and the width of

|

the figure is 12 fect.
The stone fs composed of volcante

rock, and weighs 20 tons as it exists
today. The rock appears to have been
abtalned from a quarry several miles

from Mexico City; and it 1s estimated
that before the carving was done, the

rough block welghed from 40 to 50
tons,

It may be that the block was cnt
down before it was moved from the
quarry; but, in any case, it was too

heavy for people to lift. There were
no oxen or other large heasts of bur
den in Mexico before the white men

came, so it must have been moved
with the help of rollers,
