“Perhaps the mast important effort,”
according to Mr. Hedley, “is toward
aerial fire eontrol; which is opening up
an entirely new field of forest fire com-
bat, and will require many inquiries
and experiments to develop a workable
system.
"we can go in using planes in direct com-
bat of fires. Several Forest Service offi-
eers have already done pioncer work in
this field, We. expect to try drupping
water or ‘chemicals direct on small fires
to retard their progress untul ground
crews can reach the scene.”

“But,” Mr. Hedley said, “merely
dtopping chemical solutions on fires
cannot solve the problem. The subject
as a whole is complex. We are testing
the relative values of various chemicals
as fire retardants. Some of the so-called
‘frothy mixtures’ are promising and are
better than water. If it ever becomes
practical to carry water and drop it on
