Gems, Resemble Diamonds

Ziroon 1s a native silicate of zircon-

lum which occurs as rounded pebbles
and as tetrahedral erystals with point-

Zircon bas a hardness of 7.5,
and is usually brown and opaque,

though some 1s transparent and beau-

tifelly colored. Because of thé@l hard-

ness, double refraction and rich colors,

the transparent varieties of zircon have

been highly prized as géms. In dis-

persive power, zircon is exceeded only

by the diamond, according to a writer

in the Indlanapolis News. The red zir-

cons are called hyacinth; those that

are golden yellow, jacint while those

that are colorless, 2 condition usually

produced by heating, are known as jar-
gon, Colorless zircon, more than any
other gem, closely resembles a dia-
mond. It !s easily distinguished be
cause the diamond ia not double re

fracting. The most’ valuable zircons
are obialned in Ceylon and New South
Wales.

Excellent crystals are found in Nor-
way, Russia and Canada. - En the Unit-

ed States, zircon Ja produced most ex-

tensively in Florida, but is found alse
in North Carolina, New York, New Jer-
sey and Colorado. The ordinary opaque
varieties are employed for furnace and
