June Cuitivation Valuable

June cultivation of corri and tobacca
is the most valuable. If a good. seed bed
has been prepared and many of the weed
seed germinated and dtstroycd before the
crop is up and if this is continued by cul-
tivation when the crop is small, weeds
will be pretty well under control. Lit-
tle cultivation will be required after the
crop is of considerable size. Practically
