It is absolutely essential to the

proper regulation of heat in the

body. Normally this eliminated wa-

ter cools:the bady ag it evaporates
from the skin surface..

This isa

natural decrease in temperature
that takes place during the short

time required for the sweat to trav-

erse the sweat gland tube to the

skin surface.
As the perspiration reaches the

surface its temperature chinges to

that.of the surrounding atmosphere
which under most conditions is low-

er than the body temperature. An

increase in the surrounding temper-
ature normally. stimulates an _in-

creased production of sweat. This

is a compensatory response by
the body and is necessary in the

maintenance of its temperature at

the average normal figure.
Normal sweat helps to keep the

skin moist, soft and pliable. It is

aided in this by sebum, the nat-

ural oil produced by the sebaceous

glands of the skin and constantly
secreted on to the body surface.

The sweat also serves a, definite

excretory purpose, but the ‘primary
function of perspiration is the heat

regulation of the body.
Perspiration may be classified as

normal, excessive, fetid, colored

and cold.- Excessive sweating is

commen in extremely nervous per~

sons. It may be concerned with

the state of mind and often is based

on fear. Some persons have ex-

cessive sweating of the palms when

meeting strangers. Free generalized
sweating may also occur if there is

too-much“salt“inthe food, “for this

may cause a natural cycle of ex-

cessive drinking of water and ex-

cessive sweating. It is not detri-

mental to good health unless it ex-

tends to the point of weakening the

body.
