‘The action was taken, Judge Hill

said, in an effort to establish some

effective means of control over such

-places and thus to reduce the num-

ber of law violations resulting from

the liquor business in this county.

None of the several restaurants

and road-houses in the county which

sell intoxicating liquors had, up til

Tuesday, procured license ta operate.

Only places operating outside in-

corporated towns must be licensed.

They may be acted against by in-

junetion proceedings unless they

comply with the law in this respect

at once, Indge Hill said. The act of

the Legislature making it illegal to

operate without a Ticense failed to

fix a penalty for the violation, he

said, leaving authorities only the

alternative of closing unlicensed es-

tablishments,

A is provided, however,

for those who viclate the order fix-

ing the closing time at midnight: not

more than a $200 fine, or 90 days’

jmprisonment, of both.
