GETTING READY

By John S. Gardner
Kentucky College of Agriculture

The first gardening activity is
breaking the land. This it would have
been well to have done several weeks
ago, while there was still assurance
of cold weather to flocculate the up-
turned soil and to freeze at least a
few of the insects that burrowed
Leneath the garden’s surface to pass
the winter. Before breaking, a gen-
erous coat of manure should have
Been spread, which, having become
soaked with the late winter rains
and snows, would have become at
least partly rotted before the segw-
ng of seeds and the selting of plats
