The plaintiff, Ernest Wa..>n, 32, Blu2
River, ccntends that a 1Q-cent plug of
Day's Work tcbacco which he purchas-
ed in West Pres onsburg on December
1, 1938 contained some foreign ‘poison-
ous or decayed matter which rendered
him “deathly sick” within five minutes
after he had biiten off a chew. The R.

The tﬂn] begun Monday and lasting
till Wednesday afternocn, introduced
two innovations to the Floyd circuit
cousi—a fluorescage for examination of
the tobecco fcr “foreign” objects and
a cockroach Inserted in the tobacco to
show that the fluoroscope cennot de-
tect all kinds of objects.

Wallen, represented by County At-

D. Bond, claims that because of
chewmg the" tobacco he has suffered

come permanently affected. Testimony
intscduced during trial of the cas:
claims ihat Wallen became violently
ill and was brcught here to the office
of Dr. John G. Archer who prescribed
“treatmient. Rigidity of the muscles,
nausea and severé pain were symptoms
described. The following day, Wallen
was taken to a hospital for treatment.

The tobacco company, represented by
its attorney, MocTe, of Winston-Salem,
and the Prestonsburg law firm of Har-
kins & Harkins, used a fluoroscope to
show that the tcbacco ccntained nol
bone or cther foreign substance, and
introduced the company’s plant super-
in‘éndent and plant foreman tao testify

the careful inspection made of tobac-
cos, the heat and pressure to which the
tobacco is subjected. -

Wallen'’s claim that he still suffers
from the effects of the alleged poison-
ing was attacked by the defense, which
showed that he is now an operator of
a jock-hammer. To this claim Wallen
answered that financial circums.ances
force him to werk.

Nails and other objects were inserb-
ed in the tobacco by the defense, then
the fluoroscope was used to show the
jury that these foreign items were vis-
ible in the tobacco through use of the
mechanism.

HISTORY OF "SYPHILIS—II

There has been considerable contro-
versy over the origin of syphilis for
many years. Whether the disease was |
present in Europe and Asia before 1493
is still discussed. Those who contend
for the antiquity of the disease in Eu-
rope and Asia mainly rely on certain
ancient Chinese documents and med- |
ical writings of ancient and medieval |
times. The fact remains, however, that
no definitely proven syphiletic lesions
have been found in Eurasian bones of
this period, while on the other hand
there is evidence of syphilis in pre-
Columbian bones in America.

The balance of evidence seems to be
in favor of the American origin of
syphilis. The disease was of great an-
tiquity in Haiti where it ran a com-
paratively mild course among the In- |
dians. When Columbus first visited
Haitl the disease was contracted by
many of his sailors from the native
women and was carried back to Europe
on the fifst return to Barcelona. Span- |
iards from this port soon thereafier |
‘Joined the army of Charles VII1 of
France at Naples. The scldiers soon
syphilized Naples and with the break- |
up of the army in 1495 the malady|
quickly spread over all of Europe.

Neapolitan disease, the French pox, or
Morbus -Gallicus, and it was not until
1530 tha* Fracastoricus, in a poem en-
titled “Syphilis sive Morbus Gallicus,”
gave it the mame by which it is now
commonly known.

During the early period following its
introduction into Europe syphills was
an extremely acute and severe disease,
ofien causing death in a very short
| time. Within 50 years. however. it had
gradually assumed its present form, be-
coming chronic in nature and produc-
ing disability and death only after a
period of vears.

Throughout the sixteenth, seven-]
teenth and eighteenthcenturies symp-
toms of the disease were well described
and tife lesions of the skin, ones, joints,
brain, heart, and other internal organs
were Tecognized. Mercury and guaia-
cum were the early important reme-
dies but all efforts to discover the cause
of the disease failed, il in i
Schaudinn demonstrated the preSence
of a germ of the spirochaete type in the
lesions. Since then his work has been
verified by many seientists and dactors
and the germ has been named “Tre-
ponema pallidum.”
