Brock was working with Marvin Rowe

and Ottie Lester and according to re-

ports previously he had pulled the

switches on the lines carrying electri-

city from another line to the mine.

At first it was thought the tragedy
was caused by the accumulation of

static électricity, as the line was found

to be “dead” immediately after the

victim was electrocuted. An official

linvestigation showed, however, that

after Mr. Brock pulled the switch on

the high-tension line he evidently

thought that the automatic switch in-

side the mine would “kick off.&q This
switch failed to break connection,

however, ungil his body came into con-

tact with the live wire; thus was the

“dead” line explained b the investi-

gators.
Although th line carried 6,600 volts,

it is estimated that about 5,000 volts

entered the body, since about 25 per
cent of the voltage is lost as the cur-

rent travels through the transform-

ers.
