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Need for More Trees
On Kentucky Funm
Is Seen

- very farm dn. Kentuck:
Teeds more trees, and a great many
need shfubs for _foundation and
screen plantings, advises N. R. m
landscape specialist for the Kentucky

College of Agriculture. There are twol’

planting times, fall and spring, and
fall generally is accepied as the better
‘of the two.

In making three plantings. keep in|

mind that there are three sizes. When
the space is small, approximately 20
by 20. use small trees such as dogwood
and redbud. If the size is something
like 30 by 40, use pinoaks and yellow-
woods. Then for the larger space, use
elm, red oak, white oak, and black
‘walnut.

Fortunately, in nearly every section
of Kentucky farmers can find good
trees in the woods and nearby streams.
These are ideal for farm planting.
Among the better kinds are tulip pop-

sweet gum,

them. keep three things in mind:

(1) Trees should be dug with a good
root-system. The larger kinds are 16
to 20 inches long on either side of the
trunk. As soon as they are dug, cover
the roots with old sacks or blankets
that have been dampencd.

(2) Dig the hole plenty large to ac-
commodate the root spread

Grass, Cattle May
Beat Corn Farming !

|After seelng grass-and-cattle farming |
at Herbert Hawkins' place, Pike county
farmers thought they might do better

on the same land, according to County
Agent Boyd E. Wheeler.

Alfalfa did well in Pike county this
year and many farmers will sow patches
this fall. Others are sowing rye grass
and veteh. Dr. O. W. Thompson sowed
a mixture of 15 pounds of vetch and
10 pounds of rye grass to the acre at
the last corn cultivation. The vetch was
eight inches and the grass three inches
high on September 1.

No Manure Brings |
Potash Depletion |

An experiment at the Kentucky
Agricultural ‘Experiment Station at
Lexington shows how fertile land may
be rapidly depleted in potash if ma-
nure and crop residues are not saved
and returned to the sofl. Where no
manure was returned, applications of
potash increased corn ylelds nearly 10
bushels to the acre. Where eight tons

of manure were used, potash increas- |
ed the yield by less than a bushel to
the acre.

and deep enough to permit setting the
trees two inches deeper than it was
growing before moved. Always have &
basin around the tree to collect and
hold water. If the soil is poor, bring in
good soil from the vegetable garden, or
from fields where tobacco and corn
have been growing. It is not advisable
to add manure or fertilizer to the soil
when plantng trees or shrubs.

(3) As soon as the tree is dug, prune
the top by removing 10 to 12 inches
from the end of each branch, but
never cut the main central stem. As
soon as the tree is planted, wrap from
lower branches to ground with two or
three thicknesses of old newspaper or
burlap, tied with string. Leave this on
until it decays and blows away, which
will be in approximately two years.
This will protect the tree from injury
by the sun

Ineidentally, Eusott adds, many peo-
ple do not recognize kinds of trees af-
ter the leaves fall. Therefore, they
should go Into the woods or by the
streams now, and mark specimens to
be moved after the frost has dropped |
the leaves and the wood has mature

In regard to matural shrubs, Elliott'
says Kentucky has a splendid list. He
numes sumac, elderberry, wild cur-
rent, wild hydranga, wahoo, and buck-
bush. These can be moved in the fall
and’ planted in groups, making good
appearance and at times serving as

against unsightly views. He
suggests distributing the plants one-
half the distance apart that they grow
tall. Use several plants of the same
kind in groups or clumps.
