Our theory of governmerit in the United States is
based on at least approximate and practical equality
©f representation for each citizen in all of our legisla-
tive bodles. We do not bave that in practice in Ken-
tucky.

In our former editorial, we showed that residents
in some countles have about six times the proportion-
ate representation in other counties have.
