The most sensational figure in
America then was Theodore Roosevelt. Wherever he went,
vast crowds thronged to hear him.

Mr. MacKie-traveled with- Theedore Roosevelt for
thousands of miles during that campaign; and the thing|
that astonished him most about Colonel Roosevelt was his
ability to find time to read under such circumstances. And
what do you suppose he read ? Newspaper and magazine
articles about himself ? No. He read about the French Rev-
olution.

When the train arrived at a town, Roosevelt would
drop his book, rush out to the back platform, make a,
speech; return to his seat.and go oh reading about events
that had happened in France more than a century ago.

How would the average person have read such a book
under those circumstances? In the first place, the average
man doesn't possess enough mental curiosity to read a book
about the French Revolution. But even if he did want tOJ
read it, he would say it was impossible to read in the midst‘
of such distraction.

But Theodore Roosevelt possessed the all-| xmportant’
ability to concentrate on whatever he undertook. When he
started to read a book, he read it in spite of all the din and
uproar of a political campaign. ’

Paderewski had this ability. His life also bristled with
distractions. The biggest distraction came on New Year’s
Day, 1919. That day he became Prime Minister of Poland.
A few days previously, he had started a book by the Amer-
