His volume, a work of deep impor-

tance to every American interested in

the future of his country, if not that of

the rest of the world, tells—

1. With Hitler th winner and_ lord

over Europe and the far-flung British

empire, all our foreign trade would

come to a standstill. Two-thirds of our

foreign trade is now with Britain, A

Nazi trade map shows German influence

scheduled to cover all of South America

to the Panama Canal or even on u to...
the Rio Grande. South American mar-

kets will be easily taken from this coun-

try since Germany will buy from cer-

tain South American countries products
of which the United States has a surplus.
Jf we do not trade with Hitler on his

own terms, we shall face a growing sur-

plus of cotton, grain and tobacco; a

growing shortage of certain vital mate-

rials we must get from abroad—and we

shall need to find new sources of income

to take care of the multitude of workers

and industries previously busy on sales

to Britain, South America and even Ja-

pan. In those South American countries

whose. products compete with ours, the

only alternative for them will be to trade
with Hitler, and as soon as he has a foot-

hold there the word will issue from Ber-

lin for all ropresent of this country
to be expelled.

2. Suppose we do try to trade with

Hitler? Hitler will outtrade us.

NOUGH money would be saved by
Floyd county, R. R. Allen, county
auditor, points out, to operate a

“hospital for treatment of indigents and
to employ at an “‘attractive” salary a

county physician for the care of the
needy sick—if strict examination of ap-
plicants for hospitalizatio were requir-

ed and if hospitals receiving this part of

the county’s business were obliged to

submit bids for their services.
Mr. Allen “has something” there.

THE TIMES has little or no knowledge
of the costs of operating hospital, and

so it cannot unequivocally agree with
the auditor that a hospital could be op-
erated by the county out of the savings
effected, along with the employment of.

a physician; but it is convinced that a

doctor could be well-paid for his work

among indigents if the suggested econ-

omies were effected.

But, before any hospital hoping to

continue in business can submit bids,
the county must more definitely define

the services to be required. It should be

clear that no hospital could make a flat

bid of so much per mdnth for the treat-

ment, medical and operative, of all

the indigents who are or may become

in need of hospitalization, or who may

be, for various reasons, declared indi-

gent and ill, The jay-bird trying to fill

the knot-hole would have a sinecure

alongside a Floyd county hospital bid-

ding on such terms.

The hospitals should be asked to make

a bid per diem.
The auditor&#39; recommendations are

mere suggestions. They may be taken as

such and may point the way to a saving
to the county as well as to better treat-

ment for only those who need treatment

at the public expense.
