LL knowledge of the large percent-
age of Floyd automobile drivers

who are addicted to drunkenness,
recklessness in the handling of their cars
and general care-not-lessness for the
safety of human life and limb should im-
press upon Floyd county officials and
citizens the undeniable fact that Ken-
tucky’s state highway patrol is ‘‘strain-
ing at a gnat and swallowing a camel”
when it over-emphacizes enforcement of
the driv
the neglect of those statutes applying to
actual motorized lawlessness.

If these officials and citizens are suffi-
ciently aware of the situaticn, they can
and will demand and receive from this
enforcement department of the Com-
monwealth protection from those who
commit the real offenses against the laws
of the highway rather than from those
who mainly are theoretical offenders,

Your ordinary highway patrolman is
no more to blame for this unbalancing
of the scales of justice whereby any good
but forgetful citizen may be arrested
and heavily fined while the drunk with
impunity weaves his way in an automo-
bile that may be the deux machina of
mass murder than is the cop on the street
responsible for some offenses being seen
and others unseen. Their actions usually
are governed by “the boys higher up.”
In other words, they are told that they
have a job to do—and they follow or-

ers.

Somewhere in Kentucky lies. the
power to have the taxpayers of the Com-
monwealth given the service by this state
highway patrol that sensible people have
aright to expect in behalf of themselves
and their children,

The grand jury of the Floyd circuit
court has suggested that more attention
be paid to more serious offenders of traf-
fic laws; has even suggested the employ-
ment of more patrolmen, if special atten-
tion must continue to be-paid to the driv-
ers license law. And THE TIMES is
glad the jury made the suggestion.

But this newspaper would suggest
that, in addition to all this, the county
officials, representing the people, get
busy and demand better and more realis
tic service, at the same time trying to co-
operate more fully with the highway
patrolmen who do bring into court
drunken drivers whom they have every
right to convict but too often do not.

THE GOAL OF THE ALLIES
NDORSEMENT of the Roosevelt-Churchill war
I aims by representatives of the 16 Allied powers,
including the Soviet Union, is the first real sign
of general agreement on something more than the
common aim of merely beating Germany. As such,
it s a welcome indication that the great coalition
opposing Nazism is moving toward a coherent post-
war settlement .

It % one of the serious defects of Great Brit~
ain’s wartime leadership that no clear and inspir-
ing declaration of purpose has been made. With
41l his magnificent qualities, Mr. Churchill seems
lacking in the capacity to envision and define the
broader ends of Britain’s war effort

‘There are obvious dangers In any attempt to
define war aims in specific terms. This is doubly
true, now that there are so many strange bedfellows
in the Allied camp. Obvlously the Poles and Rus-
slans do not see eye to eve when they consider the
beundarles they should like after Hitler's defeat.
Such conflicts of interest are numerous.

Nevertheless, the defeat of the German Reich
calls for an immense coalition of free peoples and
peoples wanting to be free. If such a common effort
by a dozen or a score of natlons is to reach its max-
imum strength, the peoples involved must have a
program before them that will command their- al-
legiance and justify their sacrifices. The war will
not be won simply by the provision of arms and
fighting manpower. These must be strengthened
by an unshakable falth in the purposes of their
struggle.

Tt is & war of survival, to bé stré. For the Brit-
ish themselves, this is a sufficient war aim to insure
reientless effort and wholehe «l devotion to the
cause until victory is won. For some other peoples
this is not enough even though for them it is also
a war of survival in a Jess obvious way.

By accepting the Roosevell-Churchill declara-
tion, the “Atlantic Charter," as it has been called,
the govermments associated with Great Britain
have taken the initial step toward a full definition
nf their goal. But they must carry this much far-
ther if they hope to infuse a strong fighting faith
in the peoples on whose support they must rely.—
Cinecinnati Enquirer.

~culosis during 40 years of his life!
and finally succumbed to it, found-
ed the tuberculosis sanitorium move-
ment in this country, established the
first laboratory in the United States
for the study of the disease, and did
more than any other one-man to
place the anti-tuberculosis move-
ment on a sound scientific basis

It is true that there is much more
tuberculcsis among unskilled labor
than there is among the priessions,
and more tuberculosis in the lowest
income strata tban in the highest,
yet no home and no person are safe
