AST WEEK, Dave Shepherd, of Mid-
dle Creek, lay critically wounded in
the Prestonsburg General hospital.

His son had shot him. And Dave, actord-
ing to his brother, had asked that his son
not be prosecuted, whether the shot
proved fatal or otherwise.

The son has not been arrested.

Now that Dave Shepherd appears to
be recovering,
if his death would have caused *‘the law”
of Floyd county to become even a trifle
more interested in the case.

Or would the law have obeyed the
vietim? Would it have taken the justice-
pe-damned attitude and permitted Dave
Shepherd’s word to be the law of the
county ‘in the case?

That, in many instances, has been the
reaction of officials in those cases where-
jn the victim had time before his last
breath to ask that the slayer not be pros-
ecuted. If the victim wasn't offended,
this reasoning obviously, almost pal-
pably, has been—well, who is offended ?

But the fact remains thfat a man was
ghot or killed, that the law was violated,
that the forces of erderly government
have been challenged. And the law is
of greater importance fo the whole than

- the wishes of any individual.

The case cited here is mentioned mere-
an illustration of the law bowing
shes of one or a few in-
dividuals. There have been many such
cases over the yvears; there have been
many cases in which prosecution of slay-
ers has been stopped after it had reach-
ed the courts, upon the requést of the
relatives of the victim.

What THE TIMES would ask is, Why
should Floyd county’s authorities. hang
their duties on the lips of a wounded or
dying man or on the wishes of relatives
forgetful of their duty to the county as
well as to the departed?
