TIDBITS OF
KENTUCKY FOLKLORE

“GRANDEATHE WAS QUEER”.
—

RECENTLY READ and reviewed a faacinali book of sketches of

early American eccentrics called “GRANDFATHER WAS QUEER.&
It was written by Richardson Wright, the éditor of &quot;H and Gar-

jen,” and is an authentic series of odd incidefits from our pioneer and

pre-Civil War days, A few days after reading it I heard some one say

that people are uot so strange as they used to be. The two experiences
have set me to thinking; I am beginning to believe that eccentricity,
especially the “cranky” kind, is gradually disappearing before standard-

ized customs. I do not doubt that many of the younger people who read

this column are inclined to doubt the truth of the most truthful pass-

ages, because people have chang so rapidly within the memory of

those now under 35.
=

times. It was on the hardy ones who came. over to Americ anyway:

it is not surprisin that many of the should hav rathe tough shells,

Ploneer life itself certainly intensifie queerness. A sodlety as unbal-

anced as prevailed in all of some of our country from the settlement of

Jamestown until the passing of free land a half century ago produced

oddities. Living on the-march, as it were, people. did not have time to

acquir polished manners. Certain characteristics of the ploneer helped
him to surviv the har life that he had to lead; these characterjstic
were often hande dow to‘his children, sometimes lon after they were

needed. I have seen people three of four. generatio away from the

frontier who still livéd and thought in exactly the same way their pio-

neer ancestors had. That very thing has been one of the difficulties to

{overca in persuading peopl that it is time to accept the customs of

a settled-nation and not still live as if they were squatters on the fron-

tier.

Anéther cause of queerness was the isolation that surfounded most

of the peopl a generation or-more ago. Limited toe small area of

trayel and thinking, often unabl to communicate with any outstanding

person from anywhere, poorly trained or untrained in thinking, the pio-

aper and his descendants had to “muddle along,” as the British would

say. Freaks developed in unbelievable ways. A man ‘who could read

sometimes read a cranky’ book and then pitched his life on the level he

had read about. If he had had second book, queer or otherwise, to

balance the first one, it probably would have made him less queer. A

neighbor of mine, literate enough to read a little, read just enough about

agnostics to believe in nothing, never realizing the depth of the agnos-

tie’s thinking and searching for truth, Even we young boys were treat-

ed. to some rather queer philosophy from this older man, who undoubt-

edly felt himself emancipated.” In looking back at him now, I cannot

help smiling, at the mildness of his agnosticis viewed from the van-

tage grou of a third of century.

The excitement of pioneer life helped to, produce other oddities-of-

charactér. Indien wars the Revolutio the long treks to new frontiers,

religious excitement in the camp meetings, political campaigns, plagues

of cholera and smallpox and malaria all of thes contribute their share

to making people queér. Th primitive pioneer was a stolid person

‘until excited; then he might go off at a tangent and do unexpected

things. Great idealism often developed, and just as often nalf-crazy

habits and thinking resulted. With the coming of a stabilized life many

| these oddities have lessened or disappeared.

However, if the bed-rock principles of the great masters are not

the by-products of any system of education we have made no progress

towards a better civilization.

One’s standing should enable him to make a living, but it is a major

mistake to think that a man can “live by bread alone.” He was ercated

|for a higher purpose. How can one live the more abundant life if he

| pitches his tent solely towards tne “whetting” of his mind for the purpose

or getting gain?

It is difficult to explain in a few words; but man, in order to lead &

full and enriched life, should develop all of the areas in which God and

nature has endowed him. If man opens only one door to his intellectual

life then, all that he can expect is a warped and one-sided soul.

If the writer has one quarrel to pick with education today, tt is that

too mugh emphasis has been given to the education of the mind, how to

deal with cold facts and inanimate machines, Not enough stress has been

given to the training of the emotions wh@re men live and where the finer

sensibilities give us the more abundant way of living, Education today,

in some quarters, has no more than touched the “hem of the garment,”
since it has busied itself chiefly with the acuity of the mind.
