by the Secretary of Agriculture, in
the opinicn of Dean Thomas P.
Cooper of the University of Ken-
tucky College of Agriculture and
Home Economics. These increases
include 12 per cent in milk produc-
tion. 15 per cent in each of egg ‘and
poultry meat, 17 per cent in hogs, 7

per cent in cattle, one per cent in
lambs and 2 per cent each in corn

and hay
In most instances. Dean Cooper

pointed o the increases asked are

along lines of expansion already
under way in the State For in-
stance 27,000,000 gailons more milk

are wanted from Kentucky, for
condenseries, milk’ powder and

cheese plants. Dairying in Ken-

tucky has been on the up-grade for
several years, Qean Cooper said. By
better feeding of the cows already

on hand, and possibly milking a few
beef cows, it is thought the increase

readily can be met, without mater-

ially expanding herds or adding
which might not be

needed after the emergency
Grass and hay production has in-

panded as a natural result of more

fced. More eggs and poultry, pork
and lard are needed, and these, too,
are in line with recent trends in

Dean Cooper. “Howcver, there is

every reason to believe they can be

met, with a favorable producing
year and with the energetic inter-

est of the farmers of the state. It is

pes ible that an unfavorable labor

situation may develop, and ‘this
would make careful planning most

desirable. A statement on ‘the farm

labor situation has just been issued

by the department of farm econo-

mics by the College of Agrjculture
and Home Economics.

“Tt is of special interest to note

that the increases asked in milk,

poultry products, pork and beef are

of the types of production adapta-
ble to Kentucky agriculture. This is

especially true of milk and poultry,
and to less degree of hog-, For

several years dairying has been

growing in the state, in keeping
with the pragram of soil conserva-

tion and turning land back to gras

and other soil-building crops
“I belicve farmers can undertake

larger production without sacrific-

ing the gains in the program of re-

storing and maintaining fertility
It is important that the soil building
progra be continued and it is for-

iunate that the increases in produe-
von asked in Kentucky are in keep-
ing with that program.”
