If it Is held that 640 acres is
to represent a square mile biock.
the end of drilling in Eastern Ken-
tucky is in slght.

BUT RELIEVE THEM

ELFARE COMMISSIONER FROST was ever-
w lastingly correct as far as he went In pro-
testing apainst a bill in the Legislature
empowering juries (¢ recommend parale; but a
litile elaboration is due him on why and in what
way he thinks “juries make more mistakes than
anybody I know of who enforce the law.”

, Are their mistakes in passing on the question
of gullt or in fixing the penalty? We can't belleve
Mr. Frost meant that jurors, fairly chosen, are
wrong in their verdicts, he Is 1ot in a position to
know that. The Judge charges the jurars as to the
law of the case. It is up to the Commonwealth's
Attorney to prove the accused guilty. If he doesn't,
no stump speech delivered In front of the jury box
can change the law though it does sometimes fool
the public

Fixing the sentence, on the other hand, is es-
sentially a judicial funclion imposed upon Ken-
tucky jurors, wio would be disqualified by the
slightest information of any use for an Intelligent
consideration of the proper punishment. That is
why the inconsistent law leaves the probation to
the judge and why, it is to be inferred, Commis-
sioner Frust concludes that the parole pawer should
remain vested in an authurity With the duty and
privilege of investigating cases theroughly. We
coneur absalutely in his conclusion. A jury should
not be burdened with such an adminisirative prob-
lem: rather, juries should be relieved of a judicial
function, the responsibility for fixing the sentence
laid un the beneh where il belungs with that of pro-
bating it—The Courier-Journal.

As events of the past two wreks unfuld. we get a clearer pletura of
what will be necessary to carry on this war. Officials in Washington be-
Jieve that It will take an expenditure of upward of fifty billion lollars an-
nually or about half the natiohal incame. Part of this money will come
from laxes and the remulnder from government, borrowing.

We must expect a sharp increase in all taxes in 1942, Financing a
modern war means that all past tax policies must be discarded and new
ones formulated. There is no doubt but what additional incame taxes
will be much higher for the middle class, and we alss may expect a pay-
roll tex of around 16 per cent, There is now talk of a general manufac-
turers sales tax. It would Tot SUrprise me to see some type of sales tax
enacted before 1942 comes to an end.
