DONALD NELSON EXPLAINS

n his radio appeal for an imme-
diate 25 per cent increase in war
producfion. Donald Nelson an-
nounced that joint management-la-
bor committees would be set up in
-every plant to devise methods of in-
creasing output. There has been
considerable conjecture since then
-over the seope of these commitiass;
whether they should run the plants
or merely be advlsory.

The other day Nelson explained
just what he had in mind in a pri-
vate talk with Walter Reuther, force-
tul vice president of the powerful
C.LO. United Auto Workers, who
more than & year ago proposed the
so-called “Reuther Plan™ for the
quick conversion of the auto indus-
try into a unified mass producer of
hundreds of planes and tanks daily.

While in Washingion on union busi-
ness after Nelson’s broadeast, a mu-
tual friend suggested to Reuther that
he have a talk with the War Pro-
 duction chief whom he had never
met. Nelson greeted Reuther cor-

SAVE THE MOISTURE

In most countles of Kentucky
there has been too little rain this
spring, and in many, the winter
rains and snows were so Mght that
soil moisture reserves are small. If
home gardens are to medt the aims
set for them, the complete filling of
the family’s all-year vegetable needs,
steps should be taken to save what-
ever moisture there now is and to
conserve whatever may fall in the
shcwers that may come.

1y level, no hills and no ridges made.
A level surface exposes least area of
evaporation lo Lhe sun. Besides, as
sofl is “borrowed” from about the
plants as hills and ridges are made,
he soil molsture level is lowered.
somelimes quite below the reach of
the vegetable's roots.

Tor precious soil molsture’s sake.
let “working” and “hilllng” stop,
and cultivation start!
