FIFTY CENTS?

FOR two weeks now, several thousands
of Pennsylvania anthracite coal min-
ers have been on strike.

They walked out, not because of any
dispute with operators of the mines.
They quit because John L. Lewis had
demanded fifty cents more of them on
monthly union dues.

Fifty measly cents stood between
them and the face of the coal where their
country, engaged in a war-to-the-death
with an implacable foe, needs them.

Those fifty cents are a measly sum,
because they are the added dues asked
aver a period of a month and because
they are only a small part of any miner's
monthly wage in this land of the free!

But shall we call these workers trai-
tors to our common cause because they
refuged to heed the dictatorial demand
of their chieftain, John L. i, for
more funds for his union treasury?
