Tt is most commonly

found in pigs which are confined in

central farrowing houses or similar

quarters for several weeks after they’

are born. Pigs that survive anemia

are unthrifty and because of their

lowered vitality they are susceptible

to other diseases.
.

Anemia may be prevented in pigs
by giving them access ta clean sod,’

starting before they are a week old.

The best plan is to have sows and

litier quartered on clean pasture so

that the pigs can get their noses

YAto the sod as soon as they get out

of Lhe house. When the ground is

frozen or covered with snow, throw

into the pen each day The pig will

nibble the sod and soll and thus

obtain the minerals necessary for,
normal blood development.

If severe anemid has developed in

pigs, the teats and udder of the

sow can be treated with a solution

of one pound of copperas (iron sul-

fate) and three parts of water. This

solution may also be sprinkled on

sod.
