of gifts must wait. And it ts most

urgent that gifts be delivered to the

men IN TIME FOR CHRISTMAS,

to keep thetr spirit high.

Gifts enclosed in glass should

be substantially packed to avoid

breakage. Sharp instruments, such

as fagors and knives, must -have

their edges and points protected, so

that they cannot cut through the

coverings and injure postal per-

sonnel or damage other packages.
