In Acts 13:14 we have the record

of Paul going into the synagogue at

Antioch on the Sabbath day where

the Jews were assembled for wor-

ship. in year A.D. 45 or fourteen

years after Christ&#3 resurrection.

None can deny but what this Sab-

bath day on which the Jews were

assembled was the seventh day, our

Saturday. Some will say, Paul went

there on the seventh day solely to

preach Christ to.the Jews. Granting
this to be the case, it does not

change the fact that the Holy Spirit
in speaking through Dr. Luke, who

wrote the Book of Acts, calls

this seventh day or Saturday, on

which the Jews were assembled in

this synagogue some fourteen years

after Christ&#39; resurrection—the Sab-

bath day.

This proves that the Holy Spirit,
who makes no mistakes, recognized
the seventh day or Saturday as be-
