LDIER IN ITALY

“I looked around. We seemed to
be in some kind of a square. There |
seemed to be one fairly intact build-
ing on the left and nothing but oc-
casional white walls anywhere else.
The bulk of Mount Cassino loomed
up—seemed only a few yards off.

“A few tanks and a handful of
soldiers were standing guard &s
stretcher bearers labored through
the rubble with their burdens.

“We waded though plaster and
mud to a cavelike hole. T almost
tripped over the body of a soldier
near the entrance. Then we got
down on our hands and knees and
crawled through a tunnel. My steel
helmet scraped the tunnel roof, but
T don't think it was that sound that
made shivers Tun up my spine,

“Finally we stood erect again and
by the light of a lantern I saw that
we were In the cellar of .a ruined
bulilding. Wounded men lay all over
the place. Most of them were sniper
casualtles. They smoked and sald
little or nothing. TIt's true that
wounded men don't cry.”
