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The Fiction of a Jury Verdict

NLEARNED in the abstrusities of the

law, THE TIMES is unable to com-

prehend the reason, if any, for the

Kentucky law to prescribe certain pen-

alties for manslaughter or murder or any

other felonious offense, then in another

section provide that these penalties as

fixed by trial juries mean only a fraction

of their face value.

Examples of such legal double-talk

are found in paroles granted from time

td time to-eonvicts; more particularly, a

man given a life term by the jury but

granted a parole in 10 years, another in

six years, others sentenced to 21 years

and parole in five or six years.

Duration of the actual pen term in

some of these instances was shortened by
national emergency provisions. But‘under

the law, in normal times, a lifer is eli-

gible to parole in eight years, one sen:

tenced for 21 years is eligible in six

years, and so on.

The part of the whole matter that to

us passes understanding is the Jegaliza-
tion of a parole timetable which makes

of the jury verdict a farce.

Why not make the sentence lower,

graduated to fit the seriousness of the

crime,-and have the prisoner stay out”

that sentence unless incontrovertible
evidence is produce to show that he was

unjustly accused -and:imprisoned ?

What good is served by such double-

talk in the criminal code? Why not a rea-

listie law for felons, and not a law which

in the courtroom 5 21 years and in

the parole board’s office says six?

Many juries deadlock because their

members cannot agree, not on the matter

of guilt, but on the number of years the

defendant shall be imprisoned. These

“hung”? juries require second trials at

great expense. But the fact of the matter

is, if all are agreed the defendant de-

serves a sentence, there is little reason

for failure to agree on a verdict; for, un-

der the present law, the difference be-

tween a life sentence and one of 21 years

is a mere matter of two years, the gap

between a 21-year pen term and one of

10 years, say, is only one year, .

The parole system in Kentucky is not

such a shining thing of justice, mercy

and reform that it must be perpetuated
in any manner such as this. If a life term

for murder—a life term, no less—is too

long, why not have the law say so in

governing the trial jury’s sentence?

In announcing the new plan, OPA

said in cases of unintentional viola-

tion the Price Panels may, if they
believe the circumstances warrant,

close the case with an agreement
from the retailer to comply in fu-

ture sales. In more serious cases,

they may request settlements at

amounts u to three times the over-

charge, or $50, whichever fs greater.
