The hitherto undisclosed story of

an eerle volcanic storm which

trappeq a big Américan troopship
and drove her onto a South Pacific

reef, has been released to news-

papers.

Hundreds of troops aboard the

transport were evacuated into Lib-

erty ships and LCI’s without a sin-

gle reported casualty, according to

official accounts of the incident.

The vessel, after more than two

jreef with the aid of Libertys and

LCI&#3 and with only minor damage
to her hull.

First ominous hint of trouble came

one afternoon when officers aboard

the transport sighted huge, billow-

ing black clouds moving toward

them.

‘The clouds were ‘formed by a

pumice ash storm, resulting from a

volcanic eruption.
By midafternoon, the transport

was forced to turn on her naviga-
tion lights. A little later, one officer

reported, “day was turned into

night. The sky was black and vis-

ibility was nil.”

Blinding, stifling ash dust envel-

oped the vessel, sifting into ma-

chinery, blotting out all visible navi-

gational aids.
.

The big transport, groping ‘for a

weirdstorm, slid upon a reef a little

before. nightfall, smoothly, without

even a jar.
All night long her officers and

crew tried to back her off—without

success.

The ash dust from the volcano

was so thick that eye shields from

gus masks by the “troops

were supplied to members of the

transport’s crew who needed them.

‘The ash settled on the ship, coat-

ing her decks with a quarter inch

of dust.

‘With visibility at zero and the.

transport still on the reef, the of-

ficers decided to put off the troops.
Two Liberty ships and five LCIs,

along with a navy auxiliary vessel,

a couple of salvage tugs and an

Australian ship were standng by.

Chaplains moved among the men,

praising the calmness of -the ship&#
master and allaying any fears the

soldiers might have had as to the

ship& safety.
