Farm animals require daily amounts of nutrients in

proportion to the animals’ weight and productive activ-

ity. To meet these requirements, thickly sodded pasture
is desirable with a combination of grasses and legumes
which produce lees fiber and woody material and more

protein, miferala and vitamins.

Soils that are too acid need limestone. Ground agri-
cultural limestone generally proves satisfactory. On

most soils, superphosphate brings about a marked in-

crease in yield, with more grass and fewer weeds. The

nutrient content of grasse and legume such as white
dutch or hop clover is greatly increased.
