ernor Willis correctly, the Governor
is giving a fair imitation of the late Huey
Long in this state reformatory matter.

The dogwood, legend
has it; was dwarfed because it was the
timb of the Cross, and its petals are
marked by the blood-spots of Him who
suffered on the Cross. That is the beau-
tiful legend, in brief, of this tree which is
indigenous to Floyd county.

And so for the hon of those who bear
