I shall try to relate as much of
the circumstances surrounding: his
death as told to me by an eyewit-
ness, because I know of the uncer-

tainty you have as to how he died.
On the 27th of January Company

K was in bivouac on a small hill in
the Rosarjo sector of Luzon. The
company prepared its defensive po-
sition for the night ang James and

his buddy occupied one of the fox-
holes in the perimeter.

During the night three Japs, wear-
ing soft soled shoes, succeeded in

A
fierce hand-to-hand fight was the
result, and James was’ mortally
wounded ang he died instantly
without any known pain.
He was buried with complete ser-

vices the following day. His body is
located at Cross Number 32, Row
Number 7, United States Armed
Forces Cemetery Number 1.
