Urge Caution.in Usin
New Wee Killers

Weed killers containing 2 4-D

should ‘b used with caution, warn:

Dr. E. M. Johnson, plant. pathol-
ogist at the University of Kentucky
Experiment Station. He issued the
following statement

“A number of new weed killers,
containing 2 4-D as the active in-

gredient are now being sold through~
out the state. These new weed kill-
ers probably are effective for the
purpose intended. Observations and

tests indicate that they must be
used with, caution: to prevent injury
to desirable plants. Some of them,
especially the esters or organic
salts, are very difficult to remove
from spray equipment. It has not
been possible to remove certain
forms of 2 4-D from sprayers with
strong alkal strong acid, and an
acid solvent. This suggests that
sprayers once used with the esters

of 2, 4-D should not be used for
other purposes,

esirable plants may be injured
by drifts of the spray or vapors by

air currents. Injury has been ob-
rved on grapes and roses at least

ber } feet from where the spray was

applied. It is suggested that the
spray should be used when there is
no wind and that, if possible, val-
uable plants be protected from pos-
sible drift. It is doubtful whether 2

D can be used in gardens because
it is difficult to prevent drift of
either. spray or vapors.
