VA FACTS AND FIGURES
National ‘Service Life Insurance
premium payments by Ohio-Mich~
igan-Rentucky veterans are received
by the VA’s branch office, Columbus,

Colimbus office is: NSLI headquar-
ters for World War II veterams in
the three states.

Speclal Services, Division of the
VA’s Branch 6 Office, Columbus,
during the period of June through
August, arranged for 166 USO sho
at the nine VA hospitals in Ohio,
Michigan and Kentucky. The shows
played before 261100 patients and
employes.

Less than one per cent of World
‘War II veterans who have entered
education or on-the-job training
under the G.I Bill, have exhausted
their period of entitlement, it
reported by Veterans Administra-
tion officials.

Over 10 per cent of the veterans
drawing disability pension or com-
pensation checks from Veterans Ad-
ministration during October were
‘World War II cases. The remainder
were from previous wars and peace-
time service.

“Write Right” is advice from VA
insurance officials at the Columbus,
Ohio, Branch Office to over 1,200,000
National Service Life Tnsurance pol-
icy holders in Ohio, Michizan and
Kenfucky. Reason: The insurance
files include 9,600 Smiths, 6500
Browns, of which 240 are John; and
3,000 Johnsons. Even a dozen Kil-
roys are: listed.

VA's HOME-TOWN
MEDICAL PROGRAM

The extent of medical services
which may be rendered to veterans
under VA’s home-town medical care
program, was clarified this week by
Dr. Paul R. Hawley, medical direc-
tor of Veterans Administration.
Under existing legislation, vet-
erans may be furnished out-patient

clinics, in private offices of phys

homes only for disabilities recog-

or
service-connected disabilities may
be filled at government expense by
local pharmacies under VA's home-
town preseription service.

The. medical facilities of VA's re-,|
gional and sub-regional offices, clin-
ics, and hospitals, under law must be
utilized to the fullest extent for ex-
amination and out-patient treat-
ment of veterans. The best interests
of both the veteran and Lhe govern-
ment will be considered when decid~
ing whether a veteran residing in an
area Where there is a VA fleld sta-
tion, will be referred to a VA clinic
or to a civilian physician. Final de-
cision rests with chief medical of<
ficers of VA regional offices.

Veterans may be admitted to pri=

|HANG ON TO YOUR WAR BONDS

by civilian physicians under contract
to VA only if their condition is such
as to constitute an emergency which
cannot be met by a VA hospital be-
cause of the lack of beds or because
the patient's condition prohibits
travel.

Prior authorization for hospital-
ization and treatment in a private
hospital must be obtained by letter,
telephone or telegraph. If, owing to
the extreme emergency of the case,
prior authorization is not obtained,
the physician or admitting hospital
should natify VA within 72 hours,

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Q. persons who assist in, the
presentation of pension or compen-
sation claims to Veterars Adminis-
tration permitted'to charge for their
services?

A. It is unlawful for any person
whether he be zn attorney or agent
admitted to practice before the Vet-
erans Administration or not, to
charge or collect any fee for services
in respect to a claim. However, the
law provides that the Administrator
of Veterans Affairs may by fegula-
tion authorize payment of fees in
an allowed case to an admitted at-
torney or agent who has filed a valid
power of attorney in that case. Such
fees are deducted from the monetary
benefits allowed.

Q. Will a veteran be able to get a
guaranteed loan indefinitely?

‘A. No. Application must be made
within 10 years from the.official end
of the war.

In s leiter addressed to Mrs
Thomas Horn, Sr, Lt. David W.
| Hughes tells the fragic details of
| the death of her son, T/5 Tom Horn,
and pays tribute to the Floyd sol-
dier's character and ability:

“This is & hard letter for me to
write, for T must tell of the death
of your son, and express my most
heartfelt sympathy for you.

“There was mot a better man In
the M.P/s than Tom Horn. He knew,
everyone on the post and was known
and liked by everyone, He was al-
ways cheerful, friendly and happy
He had the ability to brighten and
liven a group, just by joining it.
There was not a more popular man

5| on the post. Most important to his

comrades on the force and to me as
Provost Marshal, was his courage
and dependability. When theré was
a job to be done that involved dan-
ger, Tom Horn was always the firs:
in line, and if the doing got tough,
Tom Horn was still cheerful. When
I had to go into a dangerous place,
Tom was the man I wanted with
me. His death was felt by every man
in the M.P s as a serious personal
loss, because he was a steady mar
and in our work we need steady
men.
““The circumstances of the tragedy
emphasized our sense of loss. 1t was
an accident, Mrs. Horn, a deplorable
accident. Tom was handling a re-
valver, and bis very familiarity with
