TEACHER PAY

Proposes $50,000 More
For 1947-48 Teachers;
To Ask 4 Building Bids

The general budget adopted by
ihe Floyd County Board of Edica-
tion Tuesday, if approved by the fis-
cal court, will add to the teacher
salary fund for the 1947-48 school
ear approximately $30.000, regard-
less of what the State Legislature
does or doesn't do about aid to
teachers, County Superintendent
Palmer L. Hall said Wednesday.

The schocl tax set-up in the new
budget remains urchanzed from
that of last vear, The Board i pian-
ning the budget, Mr. Hall said,
sought a top salary of $200 a month
fur teachers as compared with
$176.20 for the current school year.
The increased fund earmarked
teuchers Wwas made available from
the slate per capita fund and the
higher property evaluation in the
county.

Generally, the budget, it was cx-
Plained, emphasizes better teach-
ers’ salaries a heavier building
program. The Board at Tuesday’s
meeting directed  Superinlendent
Hall to advertise for bids on these
huilding projects upon receifl of
plans now being completed:

Betsy Layne, Weeksbury and Mel-
vin, 8-room grade sehool buildings
and auditoriums; Wheelwright, brick
gymnasium.

I thmk ” wWrote Mr. Stephens,

are not interested as much in their
work as children were, back when I
began teaching, buj they are learn-
ing about more things.
