An increase cf about $593,000 per
year in its Kentucky wage expense
| beginning in May 1947 compels the
Souther Bell Telephone Company to
flle with the Kentucky Public Ser-

M. MeAlister, Kentucky manager
for the company, stated last week

The new rate schedules were filed

Mr. McAlister said the May wage
