Chemical Weed-Killer May
Make Farming More Popular|:

The back-to-the-farm movement
may be accelerated by word that a
new chemical, given large-scale trial
this year in Henderson county, will
probably eliminate the man with the
hoe.

The chemical weed killer has sav-
ed many Henderson county corn
crops that a Lttle then a month
ngo were given up for lost.

in June excessive rains pre-
vented cultivation of thousands of
acres of bottomland. Weeds had

grown so rapidly they were higher | B &

than much of the corn. Despairing
farmers figured they might as wcll\
plow up their fields, if the rain ever|
stopped, and replant with a short
season Crop.

Then the weed killer was put into
use. The weeds wilted and fell over
within four days. The corn remain

ed unharmed. And now farmers ex-
pecy to harvest the normal yield of
50 1o 60 bushels an acre—s$2,000,000
worth, Use of the weed killer cost
the farmers $10,000.

The application of the weed Kill-
er in Henderson marked the: first
time it had been used on corn, and
the first time anywhere on a’large
scale. Technically, the weed killer is
known as butyl ester of 24-D. IL
was developed by agricultural spe-
calists of the Sherwin illiams
Company, the Cleveland, Ohio paint

Dr. L. W. Kephart, senior agroro-
mist with the U. S. Department of
Agriculture, inspected the treated
fields in this area and said:

“This may be the birthday of a
