HOLD YOUR WAR’ BONDS—

On Comrade to

New. York, July 22—Chief Signal-
jman Harold E, Hirshberg, 29 of
Brooklyn, was accused today at his

navy court-martial of being involved
in the death of an American army
private wh allegedly was trampled
by Japanese guards after they had

pumped his stomach full of water.
‘The alleged incident took place at

a Japanese prisoner of war camp at
Zablin Field on Luzon Island in the

Philippines in’ 1944. The soldier was

named at the trial as George Gar-

Tett. No address was given.
