Terminal lcave bonds worth not
less than $750,000 were issued to
Floyd county’s 5,000 veterans of
Werld War II, but by Wednesday
morning a day after banks began
exchanging currency for the bonds,
600 of the vets had cashed $120,000
worth of that total.

TO VETERANS

(No. 4 of Seres)

Arswers to. the 10 questions, that
veterans ask most frequently about
hespitalization at government ex-
ense were announeed this week by
Veterars Association.

The veterans asked the questions
in a survey that VA conducted re-
cently to learn how much they know
about their federal benefits. The
qQuestions and answers follow:

Q. Just which veterans are enti-
tled to hospitalization in & VA hos-

ital?

b

A, Veterans with service-connect-
ed disabilities have top priority for
VA hospital care. Velerans with non-
service-connecled: ailments may be
hospitalized under the existing law
if beds are aviilable and If they
say they cannot afford treatment
elsewhere.

Q. How and where do I apply for
hospitalization?

A. See your nearest VA contact
Tepresentative or apply at a VA re-
gicnal office or hospital. A letter ad-
dressed to the nearest VA office also
will suffice. In an emergency, call
the nearest VA office, collect. VA
Tepresentatives will then handle the
necessary application and other

ms.

- Do I have to pay anything for
VA hospitalization?

- No. All charges are borne hy
the federal government.

Q. Can I go to & private hospital
in my home town and have VA pay
the bill?

A. Yes, if you have a service-con-
nected disability and receive Va's
approval first,

Q. What papers should I bring
with me when I apply for VA hos-
pitalization? .

A. Bring your honorable discharge
certificate or a certified copy. If you
already have been granted compen.-
sation for a service-connected dls-
ability, all you need is your "G
number,

Q. Will VA pay for the medical
care of my dependents?

No. Under existing laws, only
veterans are eligible for VA hospital
care.

Q. Do I have a choice as to which
hospital I.will go?

A. Generally, a veteran is assign-
€d to the hospital nearest his home.
However, crowded conditions in cer-
tain hospitals, or the type of njury
Or disease suffered by the’ veteran
and similar conditions might result
in the veteran being assigned to a
special center or hospital in another
section of the eotntry, ¢

Success with Pike
In Herrington Like
Repm'ted by Division-

i The little: wall-dyed ke in Her-
rington Lake are growing

First, reports on the survival of &
gréat number of theapproximately
880,000 pike fry which were placed
in the lake in May hayve been receiv-
ed by the Division of Game and Fish
from fishermen - In this body of
water. They Teport that many of the
small fish, now about four inches |
long, have been captured on Worm-
baited hooks. The pike were released
by the Divislon with the belief that
thils cannibalistic fish, which is par-
ticularly fond of gizzard shad,
would_eliminate this species to a
large d.egree thereby ‘depriving the
bass izi"the lake 'of an abundant
fuod supply.
The -Division” determined, after
tests, that-the lake contained plenty
of bass but that they would not sub-
cumb to the lures of fishermen sim-
ply because there wasan over-supply
of shad, i all sizes, on which they
fed. By decreasing this source of
food; the Division believes, the bass
will again bite and the lake will re-
turnyto its former status as one of
the Dest fishirg spots in the Soutn.

Catching of the small pike in the
lake has proved to the Division, Earl
Wallace, director, explains, that the
pike project is feasible. In a few
years, when the pike are larger and
their appetite increases, they are ex-
pected-fo deyour an immense num-
ber of shad and fishing in this lake
should be impraved by then, the di-
rector pointed out.

inor Clark, superintendent of

fisheries for the Division, announced
that plans are under way by the
Division to obtain muskellunge fish
to be gistributed in the lake this fall.
Tt is Roped that.they, like the pike,
will feed on the shad and besides
