backward- men, that a new constitution will be a case of out of
th frying pan into the fire. The idea of special interests dcminating the

convention and. “destroying” the constitution is ridiculous. In the first
place, the voters at lagg elect representatives to a constitutional conven-

tion—and we don’t think they&# elect dishonest or stupid ones, Tn the
second place, the voters will have opportunity to decide, after the new

In brief, his talk dealt with the

county forest established in Jeffer-

son county under authority of a re-

cent Kentucky statute.

This law empowers a fiscal court

to issue bonds for. purchase: or es-

tablishment otherwise of a county
forest preserve Such bonds are an

indebtedness only agalnst the forest
holdings themselves and are amor-

tized only through sale of forest

products. Bonds for this purpose

may be issued: without approval of

Popular vote, inasmuch as they are

not a lability against the taxpayers,
Acting under such authority, the

forester said, the Jefferson fiscal
court established the Jefferson coun-

ty forest preserve,

‘That is the story. THE TIME
does not, at this time, say such a

move would be the most feasible
within the range of the Floyd fiscal

Urder what circumslances

may a veteran. be admitted to a VA

hospital through the out-patient
department?
A. Veterars with setvice-

disabilities who requested out-pa-
uient treatment and who then are

found to be in need of hospitaliza-
tien, often are assigned to hospitals

doctors in the out-patient clinics,
Also, veterans who have no service-

connected disabilities may apply to

out-patient clinies for hospitaliza-
tion. If physical examinations dis~
close the need for hospitalization,
such eare will be arranged for by
the staff of the out-patient clinics,

Q Does VA provide matenity care

to veterans or their dependents thru
out: patient clinics?

No, Only veterans with service-
connected ailments are eligible for

treatment in out-patiert clinics, ex-

cept under tare circumstances.
What is the waiting list for

hospitalization?
A, Veterans with service-connect-

ed ‘disabilities must be provided
medical care first. Then, if beds are

available and if veterans with non-

service-cohnected ailments say they
cannot afford to pay for treatment
elsewhere, they may be admitted to

VA hospitals. Inasmuch as VA al-

jmo always ha more applications
fcr hospital care from veterans with

norservice- connected ailments than
it has beds, there is always a group
of veterans awaiting their turn for

hospital&#39;zation.
