Byard of Health.

Tt will probably “set a pattern fthe rest of the state,” Dr, P.
Blackerby, state health commi
er, said.

The board approved the incor=
Reration of Medical Service, Int, a

non-profit corporation. Its physi-
cian-members will supply up to $150

worth of surgical, obstetrical, anes«

thesia, and x-ray and radium-bene-
fits to subscribers annually.

Dr. Blackerby said 24 of the 32
Physicians in Boyd county hive
voted to join the service. Six physi-
cians “from Ashland and one from
Catlettsburg; are the incorporater

Greenup county doctors probably
‘will form a similar service, and phy-
sicians in Pike county also are plan«
ning one, Dr. Blackerby told the
board. In Boyd county and elsewhere
th plans can be extended to adjoin-
ing counties “any time they get 50
per cent or more. of the doctors in
these counties to join,” he said. Sub-
seribers are not confined to any

single county.
