TO APPROVAL
OF MOREHEAD

Re-Accrediting Depends
Upon Repeal of State’s
Ouster Act by Assembly

The way Was cleared Wednesday

to get back on the approved list of
Southern Colleges.

Its return to accredited stabus,
howaver, depends on the General
Assembly which mbst’ change the
Ouster Act, the law which permits
the Governor to remove coilege-
board members without cause.

The action was taken by the
Southern Association of Colleges and
Secondary Schools meeting in Lou-
isville. It yoted to restore Morehead
to membership “upon evidence of
the removal of the conditions” which
caused the association td take away
its accreditation last year because
of “political interference.”

The association also restored to
unconditional membership Sue Ben-
nett College, London, Ky., “all defi-
clencles having been removed,”
which caused ifs loss of member-
ship,
The association gave its execuilve
committee the power to reinstate
Morehead before the end of the
1947-48 school year, hub only if a

special investigating committee is
htisfed that. “political mieserencer
has ceased.

Dr. William Jesse Baird, Morehead
president, said after the association's
action that “T am confident the Leg-
islature will pass such a law” (re-
pealing the Ouster Act, and forbid-
ding removal of & college-board
member, without cause). Such a bill
is, being prepared for introduction
early in the 1948 session, he said.

Dr. Baird, obviously relieved and
pleased ab the course of events, said
that if the Legislature passes such o
law, “no student credits at More-
head will be, invalidated.”

Reinstatemeny, of Morehead Wil
mean that “no.credits are affected,”
he added. It also should bring back
| the school’s enroliment to. its for-
| mer levels. This year's enrollment of
| 735 was about 600 less than it would
have been, if the school hadn't lost

Judge Holds Sheriffs
Entitled to Expenses
On Taxes Due Schools

Sheriffs of Kentucky countics are
not entitled to more than the cost
of collecting school taxes, Jefferson
Cirenit Judge Lawrencé Speckman
ruled Wednesday.

Judge Speckman also held. that
any fees collected in excess of actual
expenses should be turncd over to
the County Board of Edueation,
rather than to the state treasury.

This ruling was made on a 1948
legislative amendment which raised
Sheriffl Rees Dickson's fee from one
to four per cent for collecting coun-
ty school taes.

&ll Kentucky sheriffs would be af-
fected if they are collecting four per
cent as fees and if that four per
cent exceeds the ?ctual cost of col«
lecting.

The present $25.66 in state aid per
pupil each year is not sufficient to
give the special training necded by
children who are deaf, partially
blind, mentally retarded, or phys-
ically handicapped to the extent that
| they cannot safely attend school, the
speaker declared. For example, she
said, it requires three or four more
| times more money to teach  handi-
!capped child than other children.
Reporting on 4 state-wide “nan-
| technical” survey conducted by the
| Department of Education with the

The truck mine industry in Floyd ceunty
has become one of our greatest assets. lts
continued existence is the difference between
prosperity for-all our people and a great ec-
onomic set-back, should their market decline.
At the present time the future is rocky, and

~ we must put forth concerted action to avert
disaster. We must all work together now to-
ward that end. We can not only avert the de-
cline, but we can greatly increase the produc-
tion, sales, wages, and total revenue.

At the present time there is a great fight
between producing areas for foreign sales.
Other sections are providing effective lobbies
among government officials and foreign pur-
chasing agents. Government officials say that
they only recommend to the purchasing
agents the best and cleanest coal available.
We know we have the finest quality coal in
the world. Every effort must be made to see
that it is as clean as possible when it s ship-
ped.  Every shipper in the area must take it
upon himself to cooperate, because the gen-
eral reputation of the area is of utmost impor-
tance in gaining our fair share of the available
business.

The highest quality coal will be in great de-
mand for some years to come. Nature has
given us the best in the world. Yet we are
guilty of shipping some cars consisting of in-
excusible amounts of rock, dirt, and slate.
Every car of this extremely dirty coal that 'is
loaded is with utter disregard, not only to the
welfare of the shipper, but to every man en-
gaged in truck mining for his livelihood.

The foreign market is by far our best guar-
antee of continued business. Exports for 1947
have been at an all-time high. European de-
mands will be greater in 1948. However, ex- _
ports much in excess of the 1947 level will
encounter limitations of coal-loading facilities
at United States ports, Fthough much of these
limitations can be overcome by more orderly
marketing and shipping practices,

Coal is critical to European reconstruction.
Bécause of reconstruction requirements, Eu-
rope’s need for coal is greater than before the
war. There are adequate reserves of coal
abroad, but foreign production is shll be-
low pre-war rates, owing to lack of transpor-
tation, mining equipment and other supplies.

Effective demand in Europe (not including

Ruuia)\is,gt least five hundred and fifty mil-
lion tons, or almost one hundred and ten mil-
lion tons in excess of production. The deficit
is primarily owing to the fact ti.at production

* is down in Britain, Germany, and Poland (in-
cluding German Silesia), the three largest
European coal producers. Britain—_an ex-
porter of coal before the war—does not now
produce enough coal for herself.

The Aid-to-Europe program is not general-
ly approved by the people in Floyd county.
Many have written me protesting this action.
L appreciate those views, and I know, too, that
sending billions to the European natiens will
not reduce our cost of living. However, I am
"going to support the Plan, for it will return to
our section more than ten-fold our proportion-
ate part of the tax burden. This is the first
time in history that our section has been af-
forded a chance to get more out of govern-
ment spending than we have actually-had to
contribute,

If Europe is to do without American dol-
lars, we must do without a great portion of
our present coal business in both railroad

and lruck mines. A loss of this business means,
of course, a loss of jobs for miners, truck
drivers, and ramp men. It means a loss of
business for every merchant in the area! It
means an economic set-back for every person
in Floyd county.

At present, here in Washmgton we are
considering the stop-gap-aid bill that will pro-
vide foreign relief until spring, This will pass
without question. However, the so-called
Marshall Plan for some twenty or so billions
is in for rough going in the interim. - el

If the Marshall Plan passes—and I will put
forth every effort to get it passed—we can
look forward to a greater coal business, To
insure that business for our section whereby
we®can not only keep full employment, but
open new mines and create more job-opportu-
nities, [ want to propose now that we set up
an organization for the purpose of prometing
our truck mine industry; an organization con-
sisting of truck mine owners, miners, union of- ;
ficials, truck drivers and ramp owners; an or-
ganization that can guarantee greater sales,
more jobs, and the deserved n.osperlty of our
people.

History and Roads Parallel

Before the Revolutionary War, lit-
tle was known of the country that
tcday Is Kentucky. Most af the 3,-
000,000 American colonists*were clus-
tered within 100 miles of the sea.

When the first white men agrived
in Kentucky, they found an exten-
sive system of Indian trails and buf-
falo traces connecting most of the
leading 'springs and river crossings.
These paths usually followed the dry
ridges. Subsequently, many of them
were expanded into erude reads.
Although the two natural pate-
ways to Kentucky, Gumberland Gap
and the Ohio river, were opened as
early is 1750, no settlement was c5-
tablished until 1774. In that year,
Harrodstown, Kentucky's first sete
tlement, was established:

Land tfavel through Cumberland
Gap was facilitated by Daniel Boone
in, 1775, when he established the
Wilderness-Road. Tt passed through
the Gap and followed an Indian trail
for about 50 miles northwerd. Turn-
ing west, it followed buffalo traces
fo the Kentucky river, and it ended
at Boonesharo,

During the last quarter of the 18th
century, a whole system of such
tralls, or crude roads, covered Ken-
tucky. It was over this network that
2 part of America’s first great west-
ern migration passed.

By 1800, Kentucky's population
had reached 220,000. The settlers ar-
rived by way of the Wilderness Road,
the Maysville Road, and the more
arduous Ohio river route.

Prior to 1792, when Kentucky be-
came a state, Virginia had recos-
nized the necessity of a wegon trail
to Kentucky. In 1779, it crdered a
survey for that purpose. However, no
road was made untll later, when
Kentucky itsell saW the need for
improving the more important, trails
for wagon travel, From 1793 until
1797, o number of laws were enacted |
for clearing designated wagen roads.

o Fyom the period from 1635 to 1868,

Many
tollgate wars were precipiiated, re-
sulting in abandonment cf many
roads.

During the period from 1869 to
1812, the state abandoned practically
all direct interest in roads and man-
agement of rond affairs.
