Bill in Assembl

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 12.—A bill to

create a state whiskey monopoly at

the wholesale and reta‘l levels was

introduced tonight by Senator Doug

Hays, Floyd county Democrat.

$5,00 a year each.

To give private wholesalers and

retailers now in busimess a chance

to dispose of the stocks, the act

duly, 1 1949.

tueky Chamber of Commerce, I have

a triple.interest in nding the right
answer or answers to that question.

In tw instances, at least, I think I
know what those answers should be.
Personally, it is my hop ‘and belief
that Governor Clements and our

General Assembly will turn: their
attention to: (1) Doing everything

possible to improve Kentucky&# busi-
ness climate so that we may be as-|
sured our existing position will not

be endangered; (2) Giving serious
consideration to the potent need for
factual research regarding Ken-
tucky’s great store of natural re

sources and raw materials, First, in

regard to improvement of our busi-

ness climate, I believe the legisla-
tors’ initial attention shoul b di+

redted toward a review of our exper-
ience with the state inheritance tax

and the high tax rate on intangibles.
Both are, in my opinion, definite

stumbling biocks to the. industrial

development necessary to restore
balance in’ our economy. Out-of-

state industrialists looking for new

plant locations too often shy away
from Kentucky when they learn
that those two taxes are on our

statute books. That&#3 not surprising,
since our present-tax rate of 50 per

$10 on intangibles, such’ as stocks,
bonds and, accounts receivable, is

equal to a yearly income tax of 16%
per cent on the averag return

available on hi

‘That rate is five times the tax lev-

ied on cash on deposits in banks.
Backéd by about 20 other state. or-

ganizations, the Kentucky Chamber

of Commerce ds spearheading a

movement to induce the incoming
Legislature to reduce that 50c tax to

10c. That will bring us more nearly
in.line with states that have a low

ngible tax or none a all.

‘The inheritance ta is also a defl-

nite detriment to our progress. Other

states, such as Florida and Vieginia,
Jearned their lesson Jong ago and

abdlished this, tax, with highly

Profitable results. Only one state in}

the nation has a higher inheritance |

tax than has Kentucky. Not only do
