KENTUCKY
ON THE MARCH

By EWING GALLOWEY

Fellow columnist Bob Smallwood
(Beattyville Enterprise) thinks I was
wifair to Ladino clover and 31 fes-
cuie in a recent article. I offered no
criticism of these two forage crops.
What T tried to do'wes to caution
farmers against believing sowing
Ladino or fescue was like scattering
ledd birdshot on the ground and
harvésting gold nuggets as big as
grhpesruit. I passed along a report
from a test fescue is not as high as
it might be in feed value. All I said
abbut Ladino was that T had sowed
it and was awaiting results.

Fescue and Ladino seea are selling
at ‘fabulous prices, which may ac-
count in part for the ballyhoo.

Two years ago T visited a fescue
seed farm in Christian county and
saw the stuff growing on four fields
varying in fertility from ground
that seemed to have been worn to a
f|a7zle vum wheat or corn, or both,

y good ground. The growth
\aned wnh the'soil, but the poorest
field, where seed was sown on hard
stalk land, had a surprisingly good
stand and the grass looked almost as
high as that on the best field. It
was doing well on soil that probably
would not have sprouted lespedeza.

As a cover crop, partieularly on
thin land, and as grazing for cattle,
fescue has my wholehearted endarse-
ment. I would recommend it for 40
per cent of the farms in Kentucky.
It will enable farmers with thin
land to raise cattle or sheep cheaply,
and to check erosion.

In an article last fall T figured
that Kentucky farmers could in-
