IN OPERATION

No Polltlcs, Promise
Of Crowe; Police Get

Today (Thursday) a new law en-

forcement agency, the state police
deparfment, came into being .in
Kentucky.

Although |detailed plans -for op-
eration of. the state police remain
to be formed in many of its phases,
it was announced recently that the
department’s first; director, Guthrie
T. Crowe, a war veteran, is deter-
mined to keep it clear of the taint
of politics,

The stzte police supplants the
state highway patrol which was re-
stricted in its activities to enforcing
traffic and motar vehicle laws on the
state's highways, The new police
force, said to have been modeled
after the best state police systems
in the United States, will have full
Ppolice powers equal to those pos-
sessed by county .enforcement of-
ficers.
