Five Day Thi Year

Squrrel hunters may take to the
Woods on August 20 this year, five
days later than the opening of the

season last year,. the Division of

Game &am Fish has announced. Thirty
days have been cut from the season
this year in an effort to’ protect
squirrels for future years, the Divi-
sion points&#39; The season will open
on August 20 and close on Noyem-
ber 5 both dates: inclusive. Former-
ly the season extended trom August
15 to November 30. Reports from

throughout the state indicate a larg~
er squirrel population in most sec-

tions than last year, The hunter
must possess a hunting license, and
repeater or automatic shotguns must

be plugged so that they will not hold
more than three shells in the maga-

zine and barrel combined, the Divi-
sion warned.

‘The rabbit and quail season also
has bee reduced this yedr. The sea-

son will open on November 20 and
continue through January 10, 2s

compared to the season of last year
which opened on. November 20 and
closed on January 15. The squirrel
limit will be six per day; with 1

quail and eight rabbits being within
the law.

The Fish & Game Commissicn
alsa has changed the frog hunting
season. Frogs may be taken from

June through December 31 with

a limit of 15 per day. Hunting of

pheasants or native grouse will be

December to December 15, both
dates inclusive, while opossum,

mink, raccoon, skunk, muskrat and

Ted fox may be taken from Decem-
ber to January 31 both dates in-

clusive. Federal regulations, which
have not been announced, apply to

the hunting of doves, geese, ccot,
and gallinule, woodcock and-snipe.
