They have mailed to all loval un-
ions the application forms to be used
by eligible miners in the bituminous
coal industry who have retired or
want to retire. They expect to mail
out the first checks i September.

‘The amount will be $100 & month.
’ To be eligible a miner must be 62
years of age or older, He must have
a tofal of 20 years' service in the
coal industry. He must be & member
of the United Mine Workers.

And if he already has retired, he
gets & pension only if his retirement
came after May 28, 1946.

FISH AND GAME
NOTES

The hunting season on doves in
Kentucky will open on September 1
| and " continve through October 30,
both dates inclusive, acccrd'ng to
federal regulations recently released
by the US. Fish and Wildlife Ser-
vice. The bag limit was set at 10 per
day, the same as for last year, by
the ‘service, with the possession limit
being the same as the daily limit.
Daily shooting hours for doves were
set from noon until sunset.

Other hunting seasons for water-
fowl and coot, both dates inclusive
as announced by the Service, fol-
lows: geese, Dec. 10-Jan. 8; ducks,
Dec. 10-Jan. 8; coot; Dec, 10-Jan. 8
sora, Sept. 1-Oct. 30; rails and gal-
linues, Sept. 1-Oct. 30. There is no
open season on woodcock and stiipe
this year.

The bag limits are as follows:
geese 4; ducks, 4; coot, 15; sort, 20,
and rafls and gallinules, 20. Posses-
sion limit on all the ‘above except
doves, caot and geese Will be double
the daily limit, ‘but this bag limit
does ot apply until after the first
dzy of the regular huntmg seasnn,
the Service pointeéd

The daily hunting hours for ducks,
geese, Coot, brant, ‘rails and’ gallj-
nules shall be from one-half hour
hefore sunrise to one -hour before
sunset,; the - announcement stated,
and all hunting hours in Kentucky
will be on Central Standard Time.
On the first day of the hunting sea-
son, it, was/pointed out. these sbe-
cies shall not be hunted prior to 12
o'cleck noon.

The Service regulations provide
that not more than one wood duck
be included in bag or possessioa
limits. The daily bag limit for Amer-
ican and red-breasted Margansers is
25 with no possession limit except
on the first day of the season.

The reguiations do ngt aut'w
the taking of waterfowl by means of
bait or with the aid of live duck or
geese decoys.

The régulation which prohibits the
use of automatic-loading or repeat-
ing shotguns capable of holding more
than three shells still continues in
effect. A new amendment this year.
however, provides that the plug in
such a ‘shotgun must be incapable
cf being removed without disassem-
bling the gun.
