The US. army will contmue to)
put heavy emphasis on the recruit- |
ing of volunteers, despite Selective
Service, Cpl. Charles J. James, of the
army's Prestonsburg recruiting of-
fice, announced this week. The army
is making a special drive to increase
its three-year enlistments.

“A great many people” Cpl
James ~explained, “misunderstand
the purpose of the draft law: It is
designed solely to fill up the ranks
with men who cannot be obtained by
the volunteer recruiting method.

“The fact is, a larger army means
2 need for additional leaders. We
would like to draw those leaders
from among men who have decided
to make the army their life| work.”

James said that it was his opinich
that many draftees would sign up
for the full three-year enlistment,
once they had discovered the bene-
fits of an army career.

Two Magoffin county deputy sher-
iffs, a father and his son, face pos-
sible murder charges in connection
with' the slaying last Friday after-
noon of Prater Trusty in front or|
the courthouse in Salyersville.

County Judge Homer Crace sald
he issuéd murder warrants at the
request of Henry N. Arnett, Salyers-
ville, after the shooting. They named

The shooting oceurred after a.410-
gauge shotgun carried by Trusty had
sgone off, some of the shot lodging in

Kash Holbrook, a Salyersville mer-
chang who witnessed the shooting,
said that Trusty came to town seek-
ing the arrest of a Royalton man.
The two deputy sheriffs told him to

Downsour way farmers are hiring
truckmet to put water in wélls, gis-
terns and stock-watering troughs.
Expensive? I ought to know. T'did it
for five years. And ‘it taught me a
lesson that tens of thousands of
Kentucky farmers haven't learned |y,
as yet.

No, I'm not exactly right about
that. Practically, all farmers have
actually felt the need of an abun-
dant all-year supply. of livestock
‘water, but always their worries cease
with the first big rains in late fall
Lor early winter and they promptly
forget 'all 'about it. And next year
they run’short of water again, let-
ting their cattle drink vile, stagnant

.| pond water or their hogs try to keep

alive on puddle water they wallow
in. Then if caftle do badly or the
hogs die, the farmer wonders why
and pities himself as a victim of bad
Iuck. - .

| Good water is just as essential to
the health of an animal as it is to
the health of a human being, and
every time I see animals drinking
foul water’ I think their owners
ought to have to take a few swigs of
it themselves.

Having worked on 12 ponds for a
period of 10 years, I may be able to
pass along some simple suggestions
as to methods. Our first job was
deepening an old pond. This we did
with dump- scrapers. We broke the

round with a two-horse plow. With
hree dump scrapers working, one
of them pulled by a light tractor,
the other two by horses, we went
dawn three plow depths a day in a
pond 120 feet by 40 feet. The pond
was on level ground, and we used
a metal barn 1007 as a water-shed.
At that time farm labor was $125
a day.

Farm Pond Survey, ‘
Shows Goad Rmt'ts

A pre]immary survey of farm
Ponds stogked during the 1947-48 fis-
cal year ‘shows good' results, J. T.
Cox, superintendent of Farm Pands
for the Division of Game and Fish,
reports. Although the survey s far
from complete enough tests have
been made to reveal that good I

sults were obtained in most all éascs.

‘Tests have been made in ponds in
nine counties and will be continued
to redch every section..of the state,
1t was revealed. In a majority of the
ponds bass up to two pounds and
bream as large as seven ounces were
found, while in some the efforts of
the Division’s stocking program have
been largely nullified by tampering
by pond owners. It was found that
‘some ponds have been seined sirice
stocking, and in others- additioal
fish had been added by the ‘owners.
This tended to offset the balance as
worked out by the Division'and these
ponds were far inferior to those not
tampered With, it was pointed out.

‘The Division has worked out a
Tatio of stocking that is paying divi-
dends, and interference with this
system by the farm ‘owner is detri-
‘mental to the fish, Cox stated. He de-
clared that" inferior ponds aiter
stocking were the result of four fae-
tors. These are: (1) ponds illegally

; (2 additional fish placed in

(3) winter kill of. fish due to

freezes in ponds too shallow, and (4)

death of fish in dry weather by
water becoming t0o low.

No section jin Kentucky
more sorely needs education
in soil and water conserva-
tion, reforestation and sim-
ilar measures than the Big
Sandy:

The Big Sandy and its
creeks and hollows
much good bottom land left.
Its hills ‘were created for
more than the gutting’ pro-
Cess that is mining; these
could become beautiful for-
-est and pasture-land. But,
unless something is done to
halt the waste of the soil and
the timber and grasses, this
section, one day, will become
a mountain barrens.

The water table in Floyd
county, for instance, is dan-
gerously low. Streams which
once flowed, the year round,
dry up now within a matter
of a few days of drouth. The
theory has been ventured
that the hills, honeyeombed
b} mines and gas wells, are

drained of their water. Hunt-
ers from Flogd county Loulrl
not believe their eyes when,
on a recent trip to Lawrence
county, less than fifty miles
away, they found tiny
branches with water and
lively minnows in cool wood-
land pools.

At that very time i in Floyd
county, only . the ' larger
streams had water and along
the smaller iwater coursgs
farmers were dlgﬁlng‘ deep
into,the sand of their creek
beds for water or were draw-
ing from drilled wells for
their livestock.

And - when the rains do
come ‘and there is water
again’ in this county, the
streams run a turgld vellow
as .the section’s best soil
washes downriver—lost for-
ever.

Of Dependency

t!

Veterans with disability ratings of
60 per cent or more who have de-
pendents are advised by Veterans
Administration to submit promptly
to VA documentary evidence of de-
pendency so that they may qualif
for increased compensation under
Public Law 877 of the Eightieth
Congress.

‘The new law provides additional
allowances for such disabled vet-
erans who have 'a w.fe, children or
dependent parents. The married vet.
eran may receive up to $21_extra,
with added amounts for additional
dependents.

Veterans whose dependents are re-
corded in their VA claims folders as
of Sept. 1, 1948, will havesuntil Dec.
1 to file the evidence. These awards
will be retroactive to Sept. 1, the ef-
fective date of the law, otherwise the
effective date of the increase will be
the date of receipt of the evidence.

Frankfort, Ky., Sept. 23—Commis-
sioner of State Police Guthrie F:
Crowe today announced a policy cf
vigorous enforcement of the law |
which requires motorists to stop their
vehicles when there is a school bus
ahead either recelving or discharg-
ing school children.

The law requires motorists to come
to a’comiplete stc: in such circum-
stances in residential or business dis-

tricts, said Crowe, and only permits.|

passage of school buses qutside those
districts provided the passing motor-
ist drives cautiously and does not ex-
ceed 10 miles an hour in speed.

“Safety of our sehool children is
of paramount concern,” Crowe ad-
ded. “We intend to enforce this law
vigorously, without fear or favor.
Safety of ‘the public, as well as
school children, requires it."

He added, too, that his force also |
intended to be on the lookout for |
drunken drivers as a menace to
safety.

“It is our intention to handle the
traffic problem as -expeditiously as |
possible,” he continued, “but it is
also our function to protect the
traveling public against those wh:
