Arguing that for the future of
America a change should be made in
the White House, Harold E. Stassen,
three-time Governor of Minnesota,
and now president of the University
of Pennsylvania, declared in an
dress here Monday afternoon that
American forces were “pulled back
from ground in Germany they had
fought for and won and s0 wa the
peace frittered away.”
