Lexington, Ky., Oct. 9—Engineer-
ing research scientists plan experi-
ments aimed at determining Whether
the earth is-a practical source of
heat for the average size. dwelling or
small.commercial building. |

Test with an earth heat punip may
begin by next Jan. 1 at the Univer-
sity of Kentucky, E. B; Penrod, head
of the mechanical engineering de-
partment, said todzy.

- The Kentucky Diilities Company
has dondted the 86,000 device which
takes heat from the earth in the
summer and returns it In the winter
to perform the functions of heating
and air conditioning with the same
equipment,

The, earth heat pump will; nevet
entirely replace conventional| types
of heating and air conditioning
equipment, Penrod said. Its many
unusual advantages may bring it
into close competition with' ordi-
nary coal, gas and electrical heating
and artificial cooling field. |

Using the earth. as the source of
heat and utilizing electricity qnly to
power circulating pumps, it i5 esti-
mated that as much as four| times
the amount of heat may be}made
available as would be produded hy
the same amount of elecmcity used
for dmem. heating.

The anti-freeze passes from the
main unit through 500 feet of one-
inch copper tubes buried five feet
under ground. Heat is absorbed by
the solution due to its temperature
being. lower than that of ‘the earth
at the five-foot level. Returning to
the main unit, the solution boils
and’ gives off heat through a com-
pression and refrigeration process.
The vapor is mixed with fresh air
and circulated by an electric fan to
enter the room at ahout 96 degrees,
Loss through walls, windows ond

and doors gives the room an ave-
rage 70 degrees.

The function of air conditioning
is essentially a reverse of the heat-
ing process, said UX. engineers.
Heat is drawn from the room, given
off into the earth and-fresh, cooled
air is returned into the room.

Researchers hope. to study the
transient flow of heat in the ground
as the possible Key to improved
types of -heating apparatus and to
gain knowledge of the amount of
heat needed cach month to heat and
cool the equivalent of ‘a six-room
home. The project is tentatively
slated to continue for two or threc
years,

000,000 oil peol.

Cynthiana, in the upper bracket,
and Harrison county set out to raise
$75,000 to build a war memorial hos-
pital and in 10 days got $105,000.
That is civic progress to write home
about,

Harry E. Leath, of the News-Jour-
nal, reports that publ'c-spirited
Campbelisville and Taylor county
citizens raised a considerable fund
to help & catholic group build a fine
new hospital this year,

Hospital service for the middle
and poorer classes is one of the ma-,
jor needs of Kentucky.

Our population is increasing con-
tinually, and thus increasing fishing
pressure. Because of the increase in
fishermen, our individual share of
the fish resources is becoming quite
small and we tend to forget that
an acre of water, like the acre' of
land, can produce and sustain only
a limited number of “livestock” fish.

Faced with this \situation, mere
are several approaches open
Here are the more important ones:

We can try to educate anglers to
fish for fin. But it will take a lot of
effort to persuade many folks that
fish be returned to the water, to pro-
vide another thrill later.

We can provide more regulations,
but such changes alone will not
greatly improve fishing. We can do
more stocking, where this method
has proved effective. We can im-
prove environment. Erosion control,

ollution control and shelter-im-

provement measures all play a part
in increasing fish population.
' We can increase the amount of
fishing water—create farm fishponds,
public fishing waters, and big mul
tiple purpose impoundments man-
aged partly for fishing.
