Site of the salt spring at David
where Daniel Boone and a compan-
ion camped through’ the winter of
1767-88 on the famed explorer&# first

venturesome trip into Kentucky of-

ficially became a historic shrine Fri-

day with the dedication of a Boone

memorial marker

‘Thus the David Boy Scout troop
which bears the explorer’s name

further perpetuated the memory of
Boone who, historians say, was prob-
ably spared for further Kentucky
ventures by the fact that at the
spring he found an ample supply of
wild game to sustain him through
the rigors of this first. winter he

spent in the Dark and: Bloody
Ground,

The cairn-liké marker, built by
the Boy Scouts with the assistance
of the Princess Elkhorn Coal Com-

pany, is located a few yards from! The
the David Community: Church. Loca-
tion of the spring, |with surround-

ings vastly changed by the ‘develop-
ment of the community as a modern

mining town, was fixed b the un-

earthing at the spot of fire-black-
ened stones which are believed to
have been used, by early ee as

they boiled down the water~from
the spring’ into salt, in that day one

of the most precious item in pio-
neer life,

A bronze tablet inset briefly retells
the historical record of Boone’s en-

campment at the salt lick»and the

part th lick played in the early life
of a vast mountain section.

Authenticity of the Middle Creek
site was established by W. R. Jillson
in his “History of the Big Sandy”
and by other historians. Wrote Jill-
son of Boone&#3 stay in Floyd county:

“Boone, who was in search of the
rich land reported to, be located in
Kentucky, had crossed over the

headwaters of the Big Sandy and,
somewhat discouraged by the rough
nature of the country he encoun-

tered in what&#3 now Pike and Floyd
counties, went into camp at a salt

lick located about 10 miles ‘from

Prestonsburg, on Left Middle Creek.

Game was plentiful and all Boone
and his companion (one William
Hill) had to do was to await ab their
little shack the coming of the deer

and buffalo to lick the salt.

‘scovery of this salt lick wag
of inestimable value to them, for
with ‘the scant supply of-amniunition

at their disposal they were thus able
to husband their strength and tide
over the, hard months of the enfore-

ed encampment. Tt is riot at all im-

probable that: this salt lick played
an important part in saving the lives

of both of these hardy ‘woodsmen,
and enabled Boone to return to the
‘Yadkin and later take part in the

Another ‘historian says Squire|_
Boone, brother éf Daniel, probably

spent the winter at the rude lean-to
beside the salt lick.

Yet living are persons who remem-

ber the days of sali-making at the
lick. One of these, Wm. Dingus, of

Prestonsburg, who as a boy procured
salt there during the Civil War, at-
tended the unveiling of the marker.

‘The scene at the dedication of the
marker was in marked contrast to
that surveyed b the early explorers.

‘The quiet of the churchyard and the

things not fore’gn to the long ago.
All around was the bustle of one of
