UP FOR SALE

Strip Mining Renders
Pike Preserve Unfit,
Division Head Says

‘Earl Wallace, director of the State
Game and Fizh Division; safd Wed-
7 strip mining operations are
Soreing the state (o sall the 2000-
dcre Flatwoods game refuge in Pike
eounty.

He has asked the State Purchas-
ing Department to advertise for
sealed bids on the area. Tt has been
a refuge for grouse, raccoon and
quai

‘Wallace said the state owns enly
the surface rights to the land. Min-
eral rights are owned by the Big
Sandy Land Company, and the Hel-
lier Coal & Coke Company, Pike-
ville, and the Consolidation Coal
Company, Jenkins.

The tract was purchased in 1935
for $10,500 from the U.S. Fish and
Wildiife Service. “In the past few
years, its value as a refuge has been
sharply reduced by the stripping
operations and further coal-mining
operations will make it practically
useless,” Wallace said.

He indicated, however, the state
weuld get more than the oridi
purchase price for the tract.

Sale of the surface rights was au-
thorized by the Kentucky Game &
Fish Commission on October 31.

The Flatwoods refuge has another
drawback in that it is almost inac-
cessible by road, he said. The game
on the land will eventually be dis-
persed as coal operations break up
their cover. The money obtained
from sale of the refuge will be used
to establish another one in a more
accessible location, Wallsce said.

HALF-MILLION
GI'S TOLOSE

VA May Withhold Part
Of Dividend Checks
On Overpaid Vets

Some 500,000 ex-G.L's may be out
of luck when the Veterans Adminis-
tration pays service insurance divi-
dends.

It was disclosed that the VA may
withhold all or part of the Checks
of two groups of World War II vet-
erens. They are veterans who have
received overpayments for educa-
tion training subsistence, and those
who have defaulted on G.I. loans,

Assistant Veterans Administrator
Prank W. Kelsey sa‘d there are now
about 600,000 veterans who have been
overpaid for subsistence, and have
not made refunds.

Although the number is being re-
duced graually, he said, it will be
more Lhan%gp,oun a year from now.
That is the latest guess on when the
National Service Life Insurance divi-
dend checks will go into the mal to
some 16,000,000 G.I. policy holders.

‘There is approximately $7,000,000,~
000 in the fund. After it is estimated
how much of a reserve is necessary,
the surplus will be paid to pohcy
holders as dividends.

The surplus has been &shmaﬁed
at between $1,500000000 and $2,-
000,000,000. The exact figure is to be
announced soon. This surplus result-
ed from overcharges on premfums,
because of faulty actuarial tables.

Kelsey, head of the VA finance,
said  subsistence  overpayments
amount fo about $52,000,000. They
were made, he said, when veterans
stopped tralning courses and the in-
stitutions failed to notify the Vet-
erans Administration.

Kelsey said the $52,000,000 is not
a loss. It is being repaid by veterans
and a huge sum will be recovered
when the insurance-dividend melon-
cutting season arrives.

Under the law, VA is allowed to
withhold pensions and other pay-
ments to veterans except in cases
of death or hardship.

Defaulted home, farm, and busi-
ness loans amount to $8,170,000. The
number of defaulters comes to 6,700
out of a total of 1,543,000 loans.

I can hear the calliope
and see the clowns and hear the rumble of the gilt-decorated wagons,
and cateh an occasimnal glimpse of some wild creaiure peeking out
through the iron bars. And I can see the throngs, too, and smell pea-
nuts and see pink lemonade and ballcons. And all this s for cne dollar
Plus tax, not too much more than the circus I atiended in 1803. It al-
most tempts me fo set aside my classes, wade through the crowds and
dusf, and gel a look at and smell ¢f the circus, the “greaiest on earth.”
